Pride of Baltimore II

Overnight Passage/Guest Crew Information, Guidelines,
and Application Form

Please keep this information for your reference.

Welcome aboard!  Thank you for your interest in sailing aboard Pride of Baltimore II, Maryland’s Goodwill Ambassador. Pride II is the world’s only existing example of an 1812-era Baltimore Clipper topsail schooner. The vessel sails the globe on a mission to educate the public on Maryland’s maritime history, tradition and commerce opportunities. 

The original Baltimore Clippers were used as “privateers” or legal pirates, during the War of 1812, and successfully broke the British blockades along the U.S. coast. One of the most famous of the American privateers, Captain Thomas Boyle, sailed the Baltimore Clipper Chasseur from Baltimore across the Atlantic where he single-handedly disrupted British shipping. Upon her triumphant return to Baltimore, Chasseur was nicknamed the “Pride of Baltimore” for her daring exploits during the war.

Pride II is owned and operated by Pride of Baltimore, Inc., a (501)(c)(3) non-profit corporation. The organization is governed by a board of directors and managed by a small staff located in our offices in Baltimore, MD.  The organization is funded through a combination of sales from overnight passage and daysail programs, county and city contributions, corporate and individual donations, and grant writing efforts.  

ABOUT YOUR PASSAGE

You have expressed an interest in sailing aboard Pride of Baltimore II on the adventure of a lifetime as a Working Guest Crew member. The following information regarding the selection process, guidelines, a travel check list, and a passage price list have been provided to better inform and prepare you for the possibility of a passage aboard Pride II.

Please understand that as a Working Guest Crew member, you will be working alongside the crew during your passage. Remember, THIS IS NOT A CRUISE VESSEL! You should be prepared to handle sails, work as a deckhand, stand watch, and adhere to the vessel’s chain of command. The accommodations are 3 co-ed guest crew cabins with 2 berths per cabin. You will be provided three meals a day as prepared by the ship’s cook, and eat alongside the crew.

FOR U.S PASSAGES YOU MUST PROVIDE A COPY OF A VALID DRIVER’S LICENSE OR BIRTH CERTIFICATE TO PRIDE, INC.  FOR INTERNATIONAL PASSAGES (VOYAGES WHERE THE SHIP IS LEAVING THE COUNTRY OR ENTERING INTERNATIONAL WATERS, YOU MUST PROVIDE PRIDE, INC. WITH A COPY OF A VALID PASSPORT AND ANY VISA OR ENTRY DOCUMENTS REQUIRED BY U.S. CUSTOMS/HOMELAND SECURITY.  BRING SAME DOCUMENTS WITH YOU ABOARD  PRIDE II.  

SELECTION PROCESS

Passage is available to qualified individuals from port to port. The passenger selection process involves several steps:

1. RESPONSE FORM: Return the enclosed response form with your name, address, phone and fax numbers, etc., along with the passage in which you are interested. Reservations for each passage will be made on a first-come, first-served basis. You must include a credit card number on the response form to hold your reservation. Fees include room and board, with members receiving a discount based on their membership level. 

2. INTERVIEW: You will need to be interviewed and approved for passage by a Pride II Captain. One of the Captains will call you upon receipt of your response form. This conversation is an important part of our passenger selection process. Sailing on Pride II can be physically challenging, so we need you to have a clear understanding of what will be involved. The Captain has final word as to who will or will not be accepted as a Guest Crew member.

3. RELEASE OF LIABILITY: Each Working Guest Crew member must complete all insurance information, including the enclosed Release of Liability. A completed Release of Liability form also serves as your acknowledgment of passenger responsibility and safety aboard Pride of Baltimore II. This release must be returned with your response form.

4. PAYMENT: Pride of Baltimore, Inc. must receive payment in full for your passage before boarding. Payment in full will be charged to your credit card at the time of the Captain’s approval of your sail unless other arrangements (check or money order) have been made prior to departure.  
GUIDELINES

Listed below are guidelines that help define the passenger experience. They should assist you in determining whether you are ready to accept the challenge of working as a Guest Crew member aboard Pride II. Please review them prior to your conversation with one of the Captains.

1. Unless otherwise arranged, passengers are invited to board after 7:00 pm on the evening before departure. You are responsible for your meals on arrival day.

2. Sheets, towels and blankets are provided. If the weather will be cold, we recommend that you bring a sleeping bag.

3. Your gear should be packed in a duffle bag or other soft luggage. Cabin space is ample but not generous.

4. Always remember that it is colder on the water. Dress wisely and bring plenty of layers of clothing. The vessel’s heat is provided by the galley stove, and there is no air conditioning!

5. To fully participate in the watch system, you should bring full foul-weather gear. At minimum, a waterproof jacket or slicker is required. Remember that you will be exposed to the elements while on watch.

6. Do not bring hair dryers, electric razors, or other small appliances which require electricity.

7. Each passenger cabin has two bunks (one above another). They are assigned on a first-come, first-served basis. Like our crew accommodations, passenger space is co-ed.

8. After boarding, you will be taken on a brief tour of the vessel by one of the crew members who will describe life onboard. He/she will fully explain the watch system.  You are expected to participate.

9. All recreational items (camera, books, games, cards, etc.) should be brought with you. Please keep in mind that the gear you bring must stow in your cabin. 

10. Pride II’s supply of fresh water is limited. Hot showers are restricted while underway and are generally available every other day. 

11. Three meals are provided daily and served according to the watch routine. You will be advised of the times when you come aboard. 

12. You are encouraged to take part in the day-to-day operation of the vessel by handling sail, standing watch, maintaining the vessel and fulfilling the other duties of a deckhand. Participating in the watch system is the most rewarding part of the passenger experience. 

13. Pride II’s mission is to serve as Maryland’s Goodwill and Economic Development Ambassador. As such, she often hosts sailing or dockside receptions for individual, corporate, or government groups. If part of your passage involves a port visit where receptions are scheduled, you may choose to stay aboard while these activities take place, or take this opportunity to pursue interests you may have on shore.

14. Sailing aboard a traditional vessel such as Pride II is a unique experience. In the finest tradition of the sailor’s craft, we ask that you be courteous and respect the rights and privacy of your shipmates. 

15. While the ship is underway, there is to be quiet after 2200 hours (10:00 PM) 

16. There will be no alcohol consumed while the ship is underway, unless otherwise specified by the Captain.

17. Smoking is only allowed on deck. 

18. “Check out” time is 1600 hours (4:00 PM) on the day that Pride II arrives in port (unless her itinerary requires different arrangements), but you may leave earlier if you wish. If you decide to leave earlier, please be sure to tell the Captain and ship’s cook of your plans.

19. FOR U.S. PASSAGES, PLEASE PROVIDE PRIDE, INC. WITH A COPY OF YOUR VALID DRIVER’S LICENSE OR BIRTH CERTIFICATE.  FOR INTERNATIONAL PASSAGES (VOYAGES WHERE THE SHIP IS LEAVING THE COUNTRY OR ENTERING INTERNATIONAL WATERS), YOU MUST PROVIDE PRIDE, INC. WITH A COPY OF YOUR PASSPORT AND ANY VISA OR ENTRY DOCUMENTS REQUIRED BY U.S. CUSTOMS/HOMELAND SECURITY.  COPIES OF DOCUMENTS MUST BE PROVIDED TO THE OFFICE PRIOR TO BOARDING.  BRING ORIGINAL DOCUMENTS WITH YOU FOR YOUR VOYAGE ABOARD PRIDE II.

I also acknowledge that compliance with safety regulations and other precautions does not guarantee against maritime vessel sinking, deaths and injuries at sea; and that such occurrences have taken place in the past and will continue to be risks. Insofar as my interest to sail aboard Pride II is to be a participant, much like a crew member, I hereby willingly assume my own risk when participating in any activities that are not the normal activities of a passenger, but are really the responsibility of the crew. In addition, I assume any and all risk of injury to my property or my person, including loss of life, while a passenger aboard Pride of Baltimore II, and hereby, on behalf of myself and my personal representatives, hold harmless Pride of Baltimore, Inc., its Directors, Officers, Employees and agents from and against any liability for any such injury, damage or death save and except any such loss or claim which results from the negligence or willful misconduct of Pride, its employees, agents and representatives, or any negligent acts or omissions in connection with the proper maintenance of Pride of Baltimore II.
